1.  County Judge Doug Page called the meeting to order at 9:00 A.M. and noted that the agenda was properly filed and posted at 9:00 A.M., June 18, 2021. All Commissioners were present, other officials’ present included, County Auditor Bonnie Kennedy, County Attorney Colton Hay, Treasurer Bob Dockens, and County Clerk Shasta Bergman, Judge Page welcomed everyone to the meeting.
